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CONCEPT NOTE OF FACULTY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME  
 

Training of Trainers (ToT) through interactive experiential learning is a crucial component of the 

MMTTP in enhancing the professional development of faculty members, aligning with the objectives 

outlined in the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020. This approach will ensure that trainers are not 

only equipped with theoretical knowledge but also gain practical insights and skills through hands-on 

experiences.  

Short Term Programme /Faculty Development Programme:   

A. The Short-Term Programme (STP/FDP) has duration of 6 working days (36 hours).  The one-week 

Short-Term Programme/Faculty Development Programme will cover various themes such as 

Academic Leadership, Research Methodology, Climate Change, Sustainable Development Goals, 

Net Zero, Entrepreneurship, Indian Knowledge Systems, Gender Studies, Teacher Connect, 

Learner Disabilities, Design Thinking, etc. Technology will play an important role in the teaching-
